Antilles Air Boats started operating Consolidated PBY Catalina seaplanes in 1969. There were two types of
PBY’s—one with PW R-1830 and two with PW R-2600 (Super Cats).

Capt. Blair recognized that the B-25 could be acquired at a great price and knew that the engines will be
needed soon.

Note: The Sikorsky VS-44 ran PW R-1830 engines and after the accident in January 1969 it sat in the back of
the property. Most photos show the #3 engine missing... that engine found its way to the PBY as well.
